Procedure for Proposing Motions at Respect’s AGM - 2011
1.   Proposing Motions:

a) At every AGM, the business will include consideration of ‘all motions to revise the constitution and all other motions which affect the general policy or management of the Association’ (see constitution 6.II.d)

b) Amendments to the constitution may only be made as follows (see Constitution pt 11)

I. Subject to the following provisions of this clause the Constitution may be altered by a resolution passed by not less than two thirds of the members present and voting at a general meeting.  The notice of the general meeting must include notice of the resolution, setting out the terms of the alteration proposed.

II. No amendment may be made to clause 2, clause 11 or this clause without the prior consent in writing of the Commissioners.

III. No amendment would be made which would have the effect of making the Charity cease to be a charity at law.

IV. The Executive Committee should promptly send to the Commission a copy of any amendment made under this clause.”
2. Rules for Proposing Motions:

a) Any full member of Respect is entitled to propose a motion at the AGM

b) A motion must be seconded by at least one other full member

c) To propose a motion, members are required to fill in a Motions Form, clearly stating what the motion is

d) The closing date for proposals of motions is 14 days before the AGM (in this case, 3rd February 2011)
3. Rules for Proposing Amendments to Motions:

a) Details of all motions received by 3rd February 2011 will be distributed to all members 7 days before the AGM (in this case 10th February 2011), along with Amendments Forms

b) Any full member of Respect is entitled to propose an amendment to any motion

c) An amendment must be seconded by at least one other member

d) To propose an amendment, members are required to fill in an Amendments Form, clearly stating which motion they are proposing to amend, and giving details of the amendment

e) The closing date for amendments of motions is 12pm on the day of the AGM (in this case 
17th February 2011)
4.  Rules for Voting on Motions and Amendments:

a) All full members of Respect present at the AGM are entitled to one vote on each motion and amendment

b) In the case of motions and amendments relating to the constitution, not less than two thirds of the members present and voting at a general meeting are required to vote for the motion / amendment in order for it to be passed

c) In all other cases, a majority of votes is required

d) In the event of an equality of votes, the Chair, or other person presiding, shall have a second or casting vote (see Constitution pt 6.VI)
